 the Certificate of Eligibility of a natural parent *  
 an old report card of mother’s or father’s showing the Quebec permanent code* 

 * New directive from the Minister of Education: if using a parent’s proof of eligibility,  
   the parent must provide his/her birth certificate if born in Canada or Canadian
